The following is a list of open-ended responses from Oakland Community College faculty
answering what they believed was especially effective at helping students develop their
capacity for ethical and moral reasoning:

e Peer example Faculty oversight

e Weekly ethical dilemma that the student work through and submit a written solution.
Establishing their own professional morals that relate to the code of ethics of their
profession.

e Occasional Speakers on various subjects Occasional forums on certain issues

e Taking time to allow students to share different, informed, viewpoints on topics we all
need to take a stand on.

e Sometimes this is a classroom objective, others it is better in an open forum.

e Enrichment Center activities, CNS classes which address values and decision making,
individual counseling session dealing with personal issues

e Student Life Activities General Education Outcomes

e What's the difference between ethical and moral. Abortion is legal so it must be ethical
but most religions don't think its moral. Ethical and moral should not necessarily appear
together in the same sentence.

e Presentations with guest speakers. A number of committed faculty who promote these
issues, for example, our nursing program and mental health associate degree
programs.

e in-class work and discussion Student government and other organizations

e In my experience, we tend to stay away from tackling some of these issues as a
campus, in part because we try to create a place that respects different cultural thought
processes, within reason.

e Counseling. Students that meet with counselors are challenged to consider their own
moral standards and the congruency between their values and behavior.  Community
service projects help students consider the impact that various injustices have upon
students.

Other English classes also
require students to look quite deeply into their own moral reasoning and examine ideas-
-great breakthroughs are often made in their intellectual development.  We live in
very conservative times, so if a teacher really wants to work with controversial material
and requires students to examine it--students go to administration to complain.
