OCC 2009-2010 Satisfactory Academic Progress Policy for 

Financial Aid Eligibility 

Federal regulations require a student to work toward the completion of a degree or 

certificate when receiving financial aid. 

 

Eligibility: 

A. Must have completed with a passing grade:  A,B,C,D: 67% of all OCC 

credits attempted, and 

B. Must have an OCC overall GPA of at least 2.00 after 15 credits of 

enrollment at OCC, or have not attempted any credits at OCC, and 

C. Students who have attempted between 1-15 credits with an overall GPA 

below a 2.0 and/or who have earned less than 67% completion rate, will 

be considered for 2 Probationary semesters of financial aid, and 

D. Student must be working toward a degree/certificate at OCC in order to 

receive financial aid.

A Pass /Fail grade may be given for a specific course based on the recommendation 

of the faculty in the discipline, a supporting rationale, and with the approval of the 

Provost.

AU 

Audit – A student may register for a course without credit.  This election must be 

made at the time of registration or schedule adjustment. 

 

CP 

Continuing Progress – A mark designated for selective use for students enrolled in 

designated courses that have attended class regularly and made reasonable effort 

toward progress but have not demonstrated a passing level of proficiency.  This 

mark cannot be awarded more than once for the same course.  The “CP” may 
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remain on the transcript indefinitely.  Upon reenrollment and completion, the 

letter grade issued will be used for purposes of figuring the grade point average.  

The instructor of record will submit a written summation of the student‟s progress 

to the student, next the instructor and the department chair.  This is to ensure that 

the student understands and accepts the responsibilities outlined by the instructor. 

 

I 

Incomplete – This mark will be used sparingly and only when an emergency 

prevents a student from completing course work during the regular college session.  

The student is responsible for completing a written agreement with the instructor 

detailing the requirements to be met for the completion of the “I” before it is 

assigned.  The student is not to register for a course in which he or she has a 

current mark of “I”.  Without prior faculty-initiated action to change the”I”, this 

mark will become a “WP” one year subsequent to its original issue. 

 

N 

Non-Attendant – The non-punitive mark is awarded to students who, though 

registered, never attended class, did not officially drop, and no gradable work exists 

 

NR 

Not-Reported – Grade was not reported or submitted. 

 

W 

Student-Initiated Withdrawal – This non punitive mark is awarded to students 

who initiate the process to officially drop the course during the time specified for 

the academic period. 

 

WF 

Faculty-Initiated Withdrawal/Failing – This non-punitive mark is awarded to 

indicate insufficient class participation to merit a passing grade. 

 

WP 

Faculty-Initiated Withdrawal/Passing – This non-punitive mark is awarded to 

indicate insufficient class participation to merit a permanent grade. 

 

Failure to Attend Class 

Students who never attend class shall receive an „N‟ symbol for that class/term. 

 

Academic Sanctions 

A student is in Good Standing when that student has:  *A most recent semester 

grade point average (SGPA) of 2.0 or higher and * A cumulative grade point 

average (CGPA) of 2.0 or higher.  Maintaining these standards makes a student 

eligible for an academic degree or certificate.  In an effort to promote student 

success, the college has developed a program of academic sanctions which shall be 

triggered when the semester GPA of a student falls below 2.0.   Upon the first such 

semester following a semester clear of any academic sanction, the college will issue 

an Academic Warning to the student advising that greater care should be exercised 
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to prevent a recurrence.  In the event that this condition continues for a second 

consecutive semester, the student will be issued another Academic Warning if the 

cumulative GPA is above 2.0.  However, if that following consecutive semester‟s 

GPA continues below 2.0 and the cumulative GPA is now also below a 2.0, the 

student will be placed on Academic Intervention.  The student on Academic 

Intervention will be required to meet with a counselor and may then be asked to 

limit the total number of hours carried during the semester.  The counselor may 

also ask that the student observe other restrictions appropriate to his or her 

academic profile.  If the student‟s semester GPA is found to be below 2.0 for a third 

consecutive semester, the college will review that student‟s academic record.  If this 

review reveals that the cumulative GPA is above 2.0 the student will be continued 

on Academic Intervention status with any restrictions deemed appropriate by a 

college counselor.  If the examination reveals that both the semester and 

cumulative GPA‟s are below 2.0, the student will be suspended for one calendar 

year.  During this time away from the college the student is asked to reflect on this 

condition and determine if the pursuit of an academic credential is proper at this 

time.  Before returning from this suspension, the student will be required to see a 

college counselor. If the student returns to the college after the period of Academic 

Suspension, he or she will be attending under the continued standing of Academic 

Intervention with any restrictions which may have been prescribed, If, at the end of 

the first semester in which the student returned, the CGPA is still less than 2.0 but 

the SGPA is above 2.0, the student will be continued on Academic Intervention 

semester by semester until the CGPA is lifted above 2.0.  However, at the first 

semester that both the CGPA and SGPA are again below 2.0, the student will be 

academically dismissed from the college.  Academic Dismissal is a permanent 

condition. 

Note:  Any student athlete not maintaining a 2.0 GPA will be ineligible. 

 

Change of class schedule 

Students are expected to complete a class schedule during registration and 

maintain that schedule for the entire semester.  If, for any reason, students wish to 

change their program or any of their courses, they must go though the Schedule 

Adjustment procedure at the campus.  Until the requested change is officially 

authorized, the student should attend all classes in which they originally enrolled. 

 

Change of grade policy 

A change of grade may not be submitted after one calendar year from the date the 

original grade is formally issued. 

 

Course repetition 

A student who enrolls in the same course more than three times must request 

approval of an academic counselor.  A course may be repeated, however, the listing 

of the original grade remains part of the permanent record.  The best grade and 

credits are used to compute the grade point average.  A student need not repeat a 

course that was failed unless it is a prerequisite to another course or it is a course 

required for graduation.  Certain courses have been designated as “equate” courses.  

Taking both a course and it‟s “equate” has the same effect as repeating that course.

Course substitution 

In certain circumstances, students may substitute a comparable course for a 

required course provided that the minimum number of credit hours for the degree 

or certificate is met.  Students may inquire about the substitution procedure at any 

campus counseling office. 

 

Declaration of a curriculum of study 

The college serves many needs of the enrolled student.  By declaring a curriculum 

of study a degree-oriented student keeps the college informed of this goal.  

Students are expected to declare a curriculum of study as soon as possible.  

Students wishing to identify or change their curriculum designation must choose a 

curriculum from the list of active programs. Student‟s who know that degree 

attainment is not their goal, should make the curriculum designation of NDS (non-

degree student).  The designation UND (undecided) is reserved for the degree-

oriented student who is unsure of the specific degree or program desired. 

 

Credit by Examination/Portfolio 

Oakland Community College recognizes that some students enter college with 

proficiencies that warrant college credit.  Students may request credit by 

examination to demonstrate skills and knowledge in many courses offered by the 

College.  Students interested in credit by examination should obtain the forms from 

the Campus Office of the Dean then consult with the appropriate academic 

department to discuss the feasibility of completing the examination.  Tuition 

payment must precede sitting for the examination.  If the request is approved with 

advance notice at the Campus Academic Dean‟s office and payment of the 

appropriate tuition has been made, such examination will be give.  The instructor 

must enter the final grade on the form and forward the form to the dean for 

approval.  The credit and grade earned will be entered on the student academic 

record as of the semester that the student sat for the examination.  Credit by 

examination is intended for students who have attained high levels of proficiency 

prior to entering OCC.  It is not intended for students desiring independent study 

or for students enrolled in the course.  Credit by examination will not be permitted 

for a lower-level course if credit has been earned in an advanced course within the 

same sequence.  Students seeking credit by examination must have been admitted 

to OCC.  Credit by examination may not be used to repeat a previously completed 

OCC course or a previous credit by examination. 

 

Hold on Records 

The Enrollment Office can assist you I identifying any HOLDS on your record and 

how they may be released.  A student athlete cannot register if there is a hold on 

his/her record due to lost, damaged, or failure to return uniforms or equipment.  

Holds may be placed if debts to the Athletic Department are pending. 
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Prerequisites 

The student is responsible for satisfying all prerequisites and/or co-requisites of 

any selected class prior to attempting enrollment.  Automated system checks 

enforce this requirement and will disallow registration efforts for those not meeting 

course qualifications.  Secondary checks may reveal enrolled students who do not 

meet the prerequisite or core requisite requirements after registration.  These 

students may be administratively withdrawn from their courses. 

 

Commencement/degree applications procedures 

Student athletes who meet the requirements for a degree must complete a 

Certificate and Degree Application Form as early as possible during the semester.  

These forms are available in the Campus Counseling Office.

 12 credit hours = Full Time 

*Required for participation of an intercollegiate team. 

 9-11 credit hours = Three Quarter Time 

 6-8 credit hours = Half Time 

 

Notice of the Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act (FERPA) 

The Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act (FERPA) of 1974 was established 

to protect the privacy of student educational records.  Only certain employees of 

Oakland Community College, acting individually or collectively in the educational 

interest of the student, are allowed access to educational records.  When the 

collection of personally identifiable information is specifically authorized by federal 

law, any data collected by such officials shall be protected in a manner which will 

not permit the personal identification of students and their parents by other than 

those officials, and such personally identifiable data shall be destroyed when no 

longer needed.  Except as allowed and required by law, no personally identifiable 

information from a student‟s educational record will be disclosed to any third party 

(including parent, spouse or other students)  by an official or employee of the 

college without prior written consent of the student. 
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Representing Oakland Community College 
An Athlete is seen in the public eye more often than the average student.  The 

privilege of being a college athlete is accompanied by a responsibility to represent 

the college with class and dignity.  Failure to do so will result in disciplinary action 

from the coach and / or Director of Athletics. 

 

Athletic Code of Conduct 

The Code of an Athlete is designed to guide the behavior of all athletes 

representing the college.  As an athlete representing Oakland Community College, 

I subscribe to the following ideals: 

1. I regard the achievement of excellence in my sport, my role as a team 

member, and the development of my character as ends in themselves. 

2. I will fulfill the responsibilities required of me by my teammates, coaches 

and college. 

3. I will treat all of my fellow athletes with courtesy and respect that I 

would have them confer on me. 

4. I will uphold my academic responsibility as an athlete at Oakland 

Community College. 

5. I understand the privilege of wearing an Oakland Community College 

uniform carries with it the responsibility of being a student athlete on the 

playing field, on my college campus and leader in my community. 

6. I understand that I will not participate in the use of alcohol, drugs and all 

other forms of inappropriate behavior as stipulated in the Student 

Handbook. 

7. I have read and signed the NJCAA Code of Conduct 

 

Use of College Property 

No student shall be on campus except during times established in the Academic 

Calendar as instructional periods and/or during normal college hours of operation.  

Students wishing to utilize college facilities other than at those times must acquire 

permission from the campus administration. 

 

Alcohol, Tobacco and Drug Use 

No student shall consume or possess any alcoholic beverages, beer and/or wine on 

any college-owned or operated facility or at any college-sponsored event either on or 

off campus unless previously approved, in writing, through the appropriate campus 

administrator in accordance with Board Policy. 

 

The unlawful manufacture, distribution, dispensation, possession or use of a 

controlled substance is prohibited on all college-owned or operated property and at 

any college-sponsored events either on or off campus. 
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Disturbance in Public 

Student athletes do not have sole utilization of the facility.  Often that usage must 

be shared with instructional classes, community users and other teams.  Athletes 

must act in a mature manner at all times and avoid creating a situation that would 

disrupt or disturb another program.  Examples of such situations include:  

occupying the facility at inappropriate times, creating loud noises, or wearing 

spikes in the gym.  Violators will be subject to disciplinary action imposed by the 

Coach or Director of Athletics. 

Dress and Appearance 

Proper attire is required.  Modesty and good taste are always expected.  Oakland 

Community College assigned gear is required to be worn at all practices and 

games. 

Team Rules 

Each team will institute specific guidelines regarding appropriate behavior, dress 

and appearance.  These will be reviewed with the student athlete by the coach on 

the first day of practice. 

Academic Progress 

It is at the discretion of the Director of Athletics to determine appropriate athletic 

disciplinary measures when positive academic progress is not being maintained.  

See more information under progress reports. 

Travel 

All team members must ride the team bus to away events unless released by Head 

Coach and knowledge of the Director of Athletics.  Adhere to any bus and hotel 

rules as noted in the team rules. 

 

Due Process 

In less serious cases involving a minor offense, corrective action may be taken by 

the appropriate coaching staff.  An Appeal by the student or family may be made to 

the Athletic Director within 72 hours from the time the offense occurred. 

 

In a more serious misconduct situation, where suspension or dismissal is a possible 

action, the Athletic Director and the coaching staff will render a decision.  An 

appeal by the student may then be made to the Vice Chancellor of Academics & 

Student Affairs. 

 

All attempts to render a fair and just decision to any offense will be made as 

quickly as possible. 

 

Disciplinary action may include, but is not limited to:  reprimand, restriction of 

participation, requirement of restitution, suspension or dismissal from the school, 

any student who breaks the laws of the State of Michigan or local municipality will 

be referred to Campus Police and the local police department. 

 

B.A.R.T. System: 

For the safety of the college community and maintaining academic integrity, the 

college has developed a Behavioral Assessment Review procedure.  This is to 

identify inappropriate, threatening, or illegal communication or behavior that may 
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occur on campus or at a campus event.  Should you become aware of any form of 

communication that could pose a risk or threat to the college, its students, or 

employees you should immediately bring it to the attention of a college dean or 

public safety officer as soon as possible.  A multi-disciplined team will review the 

action and seek help for the person involved.  Should an incident involve a Student 

Athlete, disciplinary action will be immediately enforced until determined by the 

Director of Athletics. 

 

Student Athlete Registration Process 

 

Student responsibilities: 

 

1. Submission of college application.  This should be done as soon as 

possible online at www.oaklandcc.edu in order to secure a student ID. 

2. COMPASS Testing for Math and English.  This is required for placement 

in those classes. (see page 9-10 for office appointments) 

3. Schedule an appointment (not a walk-in) to meet with an OCC 

Counselor to select courses and schedule.  Please take your team practice 

and game schedule with you and mention to the counselor that you are an 

athlete at the college. 

4. Submit completed course schedule to Athletic Director for final approval 

by the following dates: 

a. Fall Term – July 6, 2009 

b. Winter Term – October 26,  2009 

c. Summer Term - February 22, 2010 

5. Schedules submitted by Athletic Director to Enrollment Services 

Department to complete registration process. 

 

Drop/Add – students must see a counselor, inform their coach, and obtain 

approval from the Athletic Director before making any changes to their 

schedule or registration status.  This can only be done during the 

adjustment period.  If done incorrectly the student athlete‟s eligibility status 

could be negatively affected. 

 

Replacement Courses – student athletes are to speak with an academic 

counselor for course replacement recommendations and inform their Head coach 

and the Director of Athletics of any changes. 

 

Online Courses – student athletes are limited to one online course during in-

season unless approved by Athletic Director.  

 

Student Athlete Academic Monitoring and Assistance Plan 

We believe that the academic success of our student athletes is our number one 

goal.  Without strong academic skills, student athletes will not be in a position to 

participate in intercollegiate sports.  It is imperative that the academic portion of 

your stay here at Oakland Community College is productive and will and would 

enable you to participate in intercollegiate athletics here at Oakland Community

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College. It is also our intention that after you have completed your studies here you 

would be able to transfer to a four year institution where you can be competitive 

both in athletics and academics.   

 

Academic Progress Reports – Mandatory progress reports are in place to assist 

all student athletes throughout the entire academic year. Student athlete progress 

reports will be issued by the Head Coach a minimum of four (4) times a semester. 

Each head coach is responsible for the distribution, collection, and 

evaluation of these reports prior to returning them to the Academic 

Coordinator.  The Academic Coordinator will work with the Head Coach to set up 

study tables and tutoring services to assist students facing academic challenges.  

Progress reports are a required tool for all student athletes throughout the entire 

academic year.  If a student athlete elects not to participate in the program, they 

will forfeit their ability to continue participating on the current team and their 

right to try out for the team the following year.  Grant in Aid (scholarship) students 

may be subject to the loss of scholarship for current semester/year if reports are not 

turned in, discipline and/or loss of eligibility.  For those taking an online course, 

progress reports must be forwarded electronically to those instructors and back to 

the Head coach or Athletic Director.

Student Athletes are responsible for the following: 

Every student athlete must submit a completed progress report to their head coach 

on the dates listed above to maintain their intercollegiate academic eligibility.  

Current grades and attendance with a signature from the instructor must be in 

place for this to be classified as a completed report.  If there are no current 

grades available, the instructor must note that in the area provided on the 

form. 

1. Each month a random 20% sampling of these completed reports will take 

place to ensure valid signatures and information.  If a student athlete 

falsifies these academic documents in any way they shall be deemed 

ineligible by the NJCAA and the College. 

2. If a progress report for a class reflects a GPA below 2.0 you will be 

required to attend a mandatory study table.  Study table location will be 

provided by the Head Coach. 

3. Based on attendance figures on these reports all student athletes must 

maintain an 80% attendance rate.  CLASS ATTENDANCE IS 

CRUCIAL TO ACADEMIC SUCCESS.   FAILURE TO MAINTAIN 

80% ATTENDANCE WILL RESULT IN MANDATORY STUDY 

TABLE. 
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4. If a report is not turned in, the student athlete may not practice 

or play in games until one is turned in. 

 

Tournament Participation & Academic Status 

Should at any point in the semester a student athletes grades indicate a failing 

grade or his/her academic progress is unacceptable, he/she may not be allowed to 

participate in post season tournaments such as Regional‟s or Nationals.  This will 

be at the discretion of the Director and Head Coach of that sport.  Keeping your 

coach informed of coursework concerns on a regular basis are a priority. Taking the 

necessary steps to secure support and seeking counseling for alternatives is the 

student athlete‟s responsibility.   

 

Study Tables 

Study tables will be available to all student athletes. These will be set up and 

coordinated by the Head Coach and his/her staff. Should grades and class 

attendance not meet team requirements, it will be mandatory to attend a study 

table. This will be determined by the head coach. Student athletes choosing not to 

participate are subject to loss of scholarship and/or further discipline as determined 

by the Athletic Director. 

 

Peer Tutoring 

This elective academic assistance program is one that matches up student athletes 

with each other to increase the academic standing of our student athletes in a 

comfortable atmosphere.  This in-house program enables all parties to benefit from 

academic assistance.  Schedules may vary, so coordination of this program will be 

overseen by the Academic Support Coordinator. 
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Athletic Training Services 
 

All student athletes participating in any one of the NJCAA certified sports or clubs 

must pass a physical examination administered by a qualified health care 

professional licensed to administer physical examinations prior to the first 

practice for each collegiate year in which they compete. 

 

Three medical forms due by first day of practice: 

 Physical – dated after July 1, 2009 

 Insurance Form 

 Emergency Contact Form 

 

Submit all three forms above to your head coach prior to the first day of practice.  

Physicals for the 2009-10 academic years must be dated after July 1, 2009. 

Physicals are required to participate in any athletic team tryout or open gym. 

 

Injuries 

All injuries must be reported to the college (and/or coach) within 24 hours after 

the injury occurs.  Medical referrals will first be made by a certified athletic 

trainer.  Each coach will participate in medical referrals in absence of the certified 

trainer. Serious injuries that occur outside of the college sponsored athletic 

program, which affects an athlete‟s ability to perform, may impact their 

scholarship.  

 

Insurance 

The athletic accident insurance at Oakland Community College is excess only.  It 

will not duplicate benefits paid or payable by any other insurance plan including 

HMO‟s or PPO‟s.  Oakland Community College will cover excess costs over and 

above your primary coverage plan.  If you are not covered by a primary plan, we 

are requesting you investigate plans and purchase your own insurance coverage 

since ours is not a primary care plan.  ALL follow up costs, rehabilitation, etc., 

must be documented by our trainer and approved by the department before any 

coverage costs will be taken care of.  Oakland Community College will not be 

responsible for any medical bills incurred to an injured athlete without prior 

approval by the certified athletic trainer and/or coach.  An athletic injury which 

occurs while participating in a sanctioned practice or competition will be covered as 

a secondary policy. 

 

Athletic Trainer 

A certified athletic trainer is on staff.  ALL athletic injuries must be communicated 

to the coach and trainer.  Proper injury documentation must be filed and a copy is 

to be sent to the Athletic Director in a timely manner. 
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Training Room 

The Oakland Community College Training room is located at the Highland Lakes 

Campus and all training room rules must be adhered to.  Front lobby office phone 

number is 248.942.3170.  Student Athlete‟s needing access to the training room 

must inform facility manager or coaching staff prior to gaining access. 

 

Amateur Status/Outside Competition 

“Ask before you do anything” 

To remain athletically eligible, the most important thing to remember is not to 

endanger your amateur athlete status or violate NJCAA rules regarding outside 

competition. The following are the more commonly applicable NJCAA guidelines 

for maintaining your amateur status (not all NJCAA rules are included): 

You cannot within your sport:  

 Accept payment or promise of payments in cash, prizes, gifts or travel for 

participating in your sport 

 Use your athletic skill for payment, i.e. you cannot be employed on a “fee 

for lesson” basis 

 Play on a recreation team during the college‟s season of competition 

 

Student LIFE 
 

Oakland Community College meets a wide range of student development needs and

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Intercollegiate Athletics Academic Requirements 
It is the responsibility of each student athlete to maintain a good academic 

standing.  Each athlete must meet the eligibility requirements established by the 

National Junior College Athletic Association (NJCAA).  This requires upholding a 

2.00 GPA or above and maintaining full-time enrollment (12 Credit Hours) during 

each semester his/her sort is in season along with an 80% attendance policy.  

Failure to meet these requirements will result in immediate suspension/expulsion 

from the Athletic Program.  (See Student Athlete Progress Reports – Page 19 ) 

 

National Junior College Athletics Association  

General Eligibility Information 

a) All NJCAA Rules of Eligibility are in effect as of August 1, 2009. 

b) A member college must be in good standing with the NJCAA and its own 

conference to enter a team or individual in an activity sponsored by the 

NJCAA. 

c) Students participating on an intercollegiate level in any requirements of 

the Rules of Eligibility, the rules and regulations of the conference with 

which the college is affiliated, and the rules of the college at which the 

students are attending and participating. 

d) Ineligible students shall not be allowed to dress for any contest. 

e) Students who falsify their academic and / or athletic participation record 

shall be ineligible for further competition in an NJCAA member college at 

any time. 

f) Colleges having an intercollegiate athletic program above the Junior / 

Community College level shall not be allowed to participate in any of the 

certified sports of the NJCAA. 

g) The word “term” is used within the Eligibility Rules and refers to quarter, 

semester or trimester, whichever applies to the office unit of class.  The 

term, i.e. unit credits, quarter term with the semester credits, etc. will be 

evaluated and an interpretation entered in the Casebook. 

h) A student athlete‟s GPA will be determined by dividing the accumulated 

quality points by the corresponding credit hours at each institution of 

attendance.  NOTE:  Passing and satisfactory grades may be contributed 

as “C” grades. 

i) Student athletes must maintain a 2.00 GPA or above throughout the 

entire academic year 

j) Student athletes must maintain an 80% attendance rule throughout the 

entire academic year. 

 

NOTE:  If any NJCAA or Institutional Guideline is not met, the student athlete 

may face suspension / expulsion from the program. 
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NJCAA Requirements for Athletic Eligibility 

The following rules shall be used to determine a student‟s eligibility for athletic 

competition in any one of the certified sports of the NJCAA.  THIS ENTIRE 

SECTION MUST BE READ BEFORE A STUDENT’S ELIGIBILITY STATUS 

CAN BE DETERMINED. 

a. Student athletes must make satisfactory progress within an 

approved college program or course as listed in the college catalog. 

b. Students must be in regular attendance within fifteen (15) calendar 

days from the beginning of classes of the term in which the students 

choose to participate. 

Semester Eligibility 

c. Prior to the last official date to register for the second full-time 

semester as published in the college catalog, a student must have 

passed twelve (12) semester hours with a 1.75 GPA or above. 

d. Prior to the last official date to register for the third full-time 

semester and all the subsequent semester thereafter, as published in 

the college catalog, a student must satisfy ONE of the following four 

requirements to be eligible for the upcoming semester: 

 

1) Pass a minimum of twelve (12) semester hours with a 2.00 

GPA or above during the previous semester of full time 

enrollment. 

2) Pass and accumulation of semester hours equal to twelve 

(12) multiplied by the number of semesters in which the 

student was previously enrolled full-time with a GPA of 

2.00 or above. 

3) A first season participant must have passed a minimum 

accumulation of 24 credit hours with a 2.00 GPA or higher 

for the initial term of participation, regardless of previous 

term or other accumulation requirements.  (NOTE:  this 

only establishes eligibility for the initial term not 

subsequent terms.) 

4) A second season participant must have passed a minimum 

accumulation of 36 credit hours for a fall sport, 48 credit 

hours for a spring sport, with a 2.00 GPA or higher. 

 

e. Prior to a second season of participation in an NJCAA certified 

sport, students must pass a minimum accumulation of twenty four 

(24) semester hours with a 2.00 GPA or above.  (this is in addition to 

satisfying 4.d or 4.e) 

f. Students must be enrolled full- time (12 or more credits) at the 

college where they have chosen to participate when the regular 

season schedule of their team sport begins.  Students not enrolled 

during the term when the season begins remain ineligible 

throughout the season schedule  unless they enroll on the first 

possible enrollment date following: 
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1) Their release from Active Armed Services of the United 

States with a discharge other than dishonorable. 

2) Their return from a religious mission. 

3) Their graduation from a high school or receipt of an 

equivalency diploma. 

4) Their transfer from an NJCAA member college which has 

dropped a sport after the school year begins.  Student 

athletes that satisfy one of the four exceptions become 

eligible after the previous term has ended upon 

registration as a full-time student athlete for the new 

term.  (Student athletes must be added to the eligibility 

form before participating.) 

5) A student athlete attending a multi-campus college may, if 

at the campus of his/her enrollment a sport is not offered, 

participated in that sport at any campus within the system 

that offers said sport. 

 

g. In the following sports, students are not required to be enrolled 

during the fall term to be eligible to participate in the sport during 

the spring season unless the records are carried over into the spring 

season:  Baseball, Bowling, Golf, Lacrosse, Softball, and Tennis.  If 

the fall records are carried over into the spring season, all students 

must be enrolled full-time (12 or more credits) during the fall term 

when the schedule begins. 

h. Part-time Rule:  Student athletes who have never been full-time at 

any college may become eligible for season of participation in a sport 

by meeting the following conditions: 

1) The student athletes attend the same institution at least 

one academic year as part-time students prior to the year 

of participation, passing at least twelve (12) credit hours 

with an overall grade point average of 1.75 or better during 

that year. 

2) During each term of participation, the student athletes 

must carry at least six (6) credit hours in the same 

institution. 

3) Prior to a second season of participation in any sport, the 

student athletes must pass a total of twenty-four (24) 

credit hours with a 2.00 GPA or above. 

4) If in any term the student athletes enroll full-time, they 

forfeit the privileges under the provision for the part-time 

eligibility of the students. 

5) Student athletes who withdraw completely or to less than 

six (6) credit hours become immediately ineligible. 

6) Institutions who apply for this provision of the rules must 

submit a transcript to establish the eligibility of the 

students.  
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Note:  If you have any questions about academic/athletic eligibility, 

contact your coach, or the Athletic Director before changing class 

schedules. 

 

Transfer and the NCAA Clearinghouse 

If you are planning to transfer to a four year college and are hoping to continue 

participating in athletics, it is mandatory that you register with the NCAA 

Clearinghouse to determine your qualification status.  Your status will determine 

what your academic goals should be for a successful transfer to a Division I or 

Division II college.  The following flow charts sum up the academic requirements 

for eligibility.

All NJCAA National Letter of Intent (NLOI) are binding eligibility / financial 

contracts between the student athlete and Oakland Community College. 

 

Three (3) copies of this NLOI will be made once all signatures are in place. 

 Original form sent to the NJCAA 

 Copy to the Student Athlete 

 Copy on file in the Athletic Department 

All financial awards must be cle arly noted by semester on the N LOI.  

 

The NLOI will become void if: 

 The student athlete becomes academically ineligible.   

 The student athlete chooses to leave the team.  The last date of 

attendance / participation will be noted and all funds will be revoked and 

returned to the program that issued the NLOI.  The student athlete will 

then be charged by Oakland Community College for all tuition and fees 

noted on the NLOI. 

 Student fails to enroll, withdrawals or transfer the LOI becomes void 

 Student athlete is disciplined where it is deemed necessary to void the 

LOI 

 

If a NLOI is on file and a „separation‟ occurs between a student athlete and the 

team, the Grant in Aid total may be revoked and will be calculated based on the 

time spent on the team.  A „final contact‟ date will be documented and all Grant In 

Aid funds will be adjusted accordingly. 

 

NJCAA Letter of Intent Grant In Aid Academic Calendar for 2009/2010 will run 

from September 1 through December 23 and will commence again January 5 

through May 4.
