	 •	 Have demonstrated financial need (determined by the OCC administrators of the Academy or the 
Institute)

	 •	 Have demonstrated leadership qualities (determined by the OCC administrators of the Academy or 
the Institute)

	 •	 Be available to meet the donors at an informal dinner in their honor at the donors’ lodge, within six 
months of graduation, on a date that is mutually agreeable for the lodge and the recipient.

Applicants must:

	 •	 Be students in the current class of OCC’s Basic Fire Academy, 
	 •	 Meet all general and physical requirements of the Oakland Fire Academy, and have submitted an 

application to the Oakland Fire Academy.
	 •	 Agree that if the student does not complete the Basic Fire Academy, the scholarship is forfeited and 

unexpended funds must be returned so that other applicants may utilize the funds.
